Most changes aren’t very big, but it keeps us on track for the end of the fiscal year. We are running some short falls however and will need to figure ways to correct that prior to the end of the fiscal year. We will be meeting in a budget workshop to discuss the proposed amended budget at 5:30 p.m. Monday, March 1 2010, prior to the Council Meeting.

Old Business:  Resolution for Notice of Intent to Issue a Capital Improvement Bond.  As we discussed, our current budget and next budget will be severely impacted by water projects we have taking place. We had major repairs done on one of our wells, we have a water main replacement taking place on Arlington Street and another project hopefully coming on M-43. These projects will have a dyer impact on the water fund if we don’t issue a bond to cover these costs. The three projects with bond cost should not be more than $110,000 and we can pay back in a time period not to exceed 10 years. The main reason for the bond is because this is not a long term problem, but a short term issue and this is a solution that will work in the short term.

Council Member Moench questioned the wisdom of getting a loan at this time, when our funds are not plentiful. Discussion followed.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Carpio, to approve the resolution authorizing the notice of intent to issue a capital improvement bond and declare the intent to reimburse.  Roll call vote.
