DECEMBER 21, 2009

Mayor Sutherby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member Carpio, to accept the Minutes of December 7, 2009 as presented. All voted yes, motion carried.

New Business: It has been required by GASB45 that we perform an actuarial valuation of the City of Bangor Retiree Health Care Plan and because of our size this is required every three years. Also because we are under 100 participants, we don’t have to have a full actuarial valuation and do an alternative calculation service. We have three proposals for the work, two for the full valuation and one for the alternative calculation (which not as many places do). Gabrial Roeder Smith and Company quoted $7885 which is after a 20% MERS discount for the full valuation, Watkins Ross and Company quoted $2952 for the full valuation and Burnham and Flower quoted $1345 for the alternative calculation service.

Council decided to table this matter until more of the Council Members are present.

Old Business:  A tentative agreement has been reached with Cherokee Thompson, Director of Public Works for a three year contract, which would be retroactive to July 1, 2009 and end June 30, 2012.

Motion by Council Member Insidioso, supported by Council Member P. Wiles to approve the proposed contract with Cherokee Thompson, ending June 30, 2012.  Roll call vote.
